Basic Social Skills Every Child Should Master 

1.  Eye Contact  -- Be sure to teach your child to maintain appropriate eye contact when speaking with others.  The amount 

and duration of eye contact varies from culture to culture (even within our own country), so help your child understand 

what's expected in your family.  It's important for children to know they can look away from the person with whom they are 

speaking as long as they re-establish eye contact shortly after looking away. 

2.  Reciprocity in Conversation -- Give-and-take conversation is an essential social skill for children to master as they 

grow and mature.  Children need to learn how to ask on-topic questions and make on-topic comments in order to keep the 

conversation flowing.  You can model these skills for your child and then acknowledge your child (with praise) when he or 

she is able to do it successfully.  It's also important for children to learn how to listen attentively and wait for the other per-

son to finish speaking before asking the next question or making the next comment. 

3.  Table Manners -- Table manners are a critical part of basic social skills and every child should master the basics.  Using 

napkins and utensils appropriately is a good place to begin.  Teach your child how to ask for an item to be passed to him or 

her and also to wait until everyone is seated before eating. 

4.  Courtesy and Respect -- Saying "ma'am" and "sir" is often expected in the South because it's a widely accepted social 
custom.  This is not a universal expectation, however, and you can decide whether or not to teach your child to do it.  In 

general, teaching children to say "yes" and "no" as opposed to "yeah" and "nope" is perfectly acceptable. 

5.  Public Behavior -- It's important for children to learn how to behave in public situations like waiting rooms, stores, and 

restaurants.  It's best to talk with your child about what's appropriate and expected before the child is in the situation.  You 

might say, "When we get to the doctor's office, you need to sit beside me and read quietly or play your game using your ear 

buds.  When the doctor asks you questions, you need to look him/her in the eye and be sure to say 'thank you' if they give 

you a prize."  Always remember to acknowledge your child's use of social skills afterward.  Be specific and point out what 

your child did well. 

6.  Receiving Gifts -- This past Christmas, my oldest nephew received duplicate gifts from two different relatives.  When he 
opened the second gift that was identical to the first one, I could tell he had no clue what to do or how to respond.  It's a 

good idea to prepare children for this type of situation by giving them several responses from which to choose.  It's also a 

good idea to teach your child to say "thank you" no matter what and never to say, "Ohhh, I already got this."  You can as-

sure your child that you'll take care of the duplicate gift later. 

7.  When Company Visits -- When a guest comes to visit, there are a few things we tend to do differently than when it's 

"just us."  You may want to encourage your child to be dressed appropriately (I was always required to wear shoes when we 

had company, even though I still don't understand why shoes matter to guests).  You may also want to establish some 

ground rules about running through the house, making a mess, and also what we "tell" guests and which topics are not up for 

discussion.
