LIFESKILL Spotlight: INITIATIVE  

Counselorõs Corner

I had no idea parents would respond so positively to my last two articles about homework and "school jargon."  Following the 
examples set by J.K. Rowling and John Grisham, let me churn out another one!  :-)   

1.  What is DIBELS?  The letters in DIBELS stand for Dynamic Indicators of Basic Early Literacy Skills and we use DIBELS to assess 
children's emerging reading skills in grades K-2.  DIBELS is administered by the teacher or the grade level teaching assistant using a 
Palm Pilot.  For one minute, the teacher (or assistant) listens to the child read a passage, nonsense words, individual letters, 
and/or initial sounds in words.  As the child reads, the teacher records the child's errors by tapping the screen of the Palm Pilot. 
 Later, the results are uploaded to a website called mClass that allows us to track a child's progress over time.  Children who are 
struggling with early reading skills are progress monitored periodically so we can see if the child is making progress or not.  If you 
have a K-2 child and the teacher has shown you a graph with little purple and red dots on it, you were looking at progress moni-
toring data from DIBELS.   

2.  What are Tier 2 interventions?  Within the past 5-7 years, something called "Response to Intervention" became a hot topic in 
the education world.  I'm sure it was around before 5-7 years ago, but it became very popular within the last several years.  As you 
read this, picture an upside-down triangle in your mind's eye.  The wide base of the triangle, which is now on top since it's upside-
down, includes what we call Tier 1 interventions.  These are things that the teacher should use IN the classroom to meet the 
needs of all students.  Tier 1 interventions can include differentiated instruction, modified seating, modified assignments, and 
other "good teaching" strategies.  Statistics show that about 80% of students will respond to the regular curriculum with Tier 1 
support.  About 18-20% of students will not respond to Tier 1 strategies, so those students are moved to Tier 2 interventions (the 
middle section of the triangle).  Tier 2 interventions often involve pull-out support in the form of small intervention groups.  In 
these groups, we use programs such as Wilson Fundations, Study Island, and Number Worlds.  Tier 2 intervention groups meet 
multiple times each week and students' progress is tracked over time.  1-2% of students will not respond to Tier 2 interventions 
and they are shifted to Tier 3 interventions (the tip of the triangle), which will typically involve a referral to our Intervention Assis-
tance Team.  At this point, the intervention team will make individual recommendations that are very specific to the student's 
needs. 

3.  What is RAMP?  In the very near future, you will likely hear some exciting news about a national award Round Top just re-
ceived this week.  The national organization for school counselors (guidance counselors) is called the American School Counselor 
Association, or ASCA.  ASCA encourages school counselors like me to run a comprehensive, developmental school counseling pro-
gram based on standards (just like teachers have) that is evaluated using an accountability system.  In 2009, Round Top made a 
commitment to work toward this award, not because of the prestige the award brings, but because it's the right thing to do for 
students.  Over the past three years, I have worked to bring our school counseling program into alignment with ASCA's recom-
mended national model for school counseling programs.  I evaluate the success of my lessons and small group activities using pre- 
and post-assessments to determine what students learned.  The process was difficult but we submitted our application in October 
2011.  Two days ago, we received the notification that we successfully met the criteria to become a RAMP school!  The letters R A 
M P stand for "Recognized ASCA Model Program," meaning the national organization is recognizing us as having a "model" school 
counseling program.  We are currently the only school in Richland 2 to have received this national award and one of about 400 in 
the entire United States.  If you consider that there are about 30 schools in Richland 2 alone, it really puts things into perspective. 
 I will attend ASCA's national conference in Minneapolis this June to receive the award.  We will remain a RAMP school until 2015, 
when we will need to re-certify.
